Late start for students on Thursdays during 2010 

 

As in 2009 staff will be involved in a professional development programme which will continue to 

concentrate on a variety of matters including the introduction of the new national Curriculum, enhancing 

Taha Maori, assessment and reporting and planning to deliver the revised Level 1 NCEA Standards from 

2011. Staff will meet again in 2010, at 8.30 am each Thursday for an hour on this concentrated professional 

development. A variety of meetings will occur with speakers from outside being involved from time to time. 

A comprehensive programme is planned. 

 

As in 2009 school will not commence until 9.50 each Thursday of 2010. There are no glide classes that day 

and lesson times will be restructured and lunchtime shortened to allow for all five lessons to occur on each 

Thursday. The revised times will operate from Thursday 11
th
 February 2010 and Thursday bus times will be 

the same as in 2009. 

 

Exact details will be confirmed with students in the New Year and printed in the first newsletter and placed 

on the website. 

 

Enrolment Matters 

The deadline for any further out-of-zone applications for 2010 is Friday 4
th

 December, for all levels. After 

that date it is highly likely that no further out-of-zone students can be accepted for 2010. The Board may re-

assess the position in late January after enrolment patterns are clearer. 

 

Anyone who moves into zone can enrol automatically. Anyone enrolling at this point will need to provide 

evidence of residence at an in-zone address. 

 

Evidence to provide this proof could be such items as: 

 Land line telephone account 

 Electricity/gas power account 

 Rates assessment 

 Long term tenancy agreement 

 Any other document which proves residence in an in-zone location 

 

These documents will need to be dated to prove current or very imminent residence at an in-zone address. 

Enrolments will not be accepted without such proof and students will not be able to commence until actual 

residence in an in-zone location has commenced. 

 



 

 

Students who are not citizens of New Zealand (or Australia) or permanent residents of New Zealand will also 

have to provide evidence of eligibility to attend the College. This can be done by bringing a passport showing a 

student permit. Any issues regarding these issues can be discussed with Mrs Lawry at College who can explain 

what is necessary if documentation is not in order. 

 

Student Related Matters 
 

New courses of study in 2010 

 Media Studies will operate at Year 12 

 Health and Home Economics at Year 13 will operate as stand alone courses. 

 We are considering operating a class at Year 12 for students who have not achieved Level 1 NCEA 

and would benefit from a course which may include work experience and assist them to achieve 

Level 1 and commence gaining credits towards Level 2. Students will be advised if they will be 

placed in this programme. 

 

Canteen 

The College Canteen will be closed from Wednesday 9
th
 December for the rest of the week.  You will need 

to bring your own lunches during this time.  Apologies for any inconvenience caused.  

 

The Canteen operates a prepayment system where students/parents can pay a fixed amount weekly, 

fortnightly or monthly to cover lunches purchased through the canteen. 

 

This facility may be set up completing a Canteen Card application form and an initial payment to the College 

office. Once a credit balance has been established the student will be issued with an account card that must 

be presented when ordering/purchasing their lunch.  At each transaction a printout from the till will show the 

remaining credit balance of the account.   

 

Top-up of this balance may be made in any of the following ways: 

 Payment directly over the Canteen counter, by either Cash, Cheque or Eft Pos 

 Direct credit into the Canteen bank account 

 Regular automatic payments to the Canteen bank account 

 

NB: Any existing automatic payments to the College for family accounts will NOT be transferred to the 

Canteen. A separate transaction will need to be set up. 

 

IMPORTANT – If there is NOT a credit balance on the account, the student will not be allowed to purchase 

against it. 

 

Should you wish to set up an Automatic Payment for this purchasing opportunity please contact the College 

for an A/P form and relevant bank account number.

Automatic Payments to cover College costs 

Many parents/guardians find that there are heavy costs at the beginning of the College year.  The College 

offers an automatic payment option which assists to spread the cost of stationery, school fees, camps, exam 

fees, uniform and other activities.  A payment of $15 to $25 per fortnight would be required for most 

students.  This money is then recorded against the student‟s financial record and used to cover school based 

activities.  A statement of account is provided periodically or on request.

Year 9 Outdoor Education Programme 2010 

All Year 9 students are invited to attend an Outdoor Education programme near Otaki Forks 

which will be held 8
th
 – 12

th
 March 2010. 

 

This will be a one day programme with no overnight stays. Students will leave the college at 

8.25 am in the morning and return late afternoon, around 5 pm.  

 

In addition to participating in activities including rock climbing, abseiling and a challenging ropes course, 

the students will be provided with opportunities for personal and social development which cannot easily be 

achieved within a classroom setting. Students will also be encouraged to develop a caring attitude towards 

the environment as well as develop their leadership potential.   

 

The days will be supervised by staff qualified in the various activities and assisted by Year 13 students.  

Form teachers will also attend. The cost will be $35 per student. 

 

HOD Outdoor Education Ms Bridget Janse will be coordinating the programme again in 2010.  

 

Internet Access 

Access to the Internet is available to all students.    

 

Parents should be aware that students (and parents) must sign an account rights form 

agreeing to the acceptable use policy, which will be issued to students through their form 

class early in 2010.
